legal Aid Clinic

Many people here are volunteers.  Thank you for being patient with us.

The Clinic is sponsored by Legal Aid of NorthWest Texas, bar associations, and volunteers. The Clinic accepts applications from eligible, low-income or other qualified people who live in this county and have certain types of civil matters. 

Your interview with an attorney at the Clinic is only an interview.  
We do NOT guarantee that an attorney will be representing you in your legal matter.  
ALL applications and their facts are considered by Legal Aid’s McKinney office, under the managing attorney’s supervision.  

We do NOT decide whether your application will be accepted at this Clinic.

You will have an interview only, and you may receive some legal advice.
· Please sign in with our registration table.

· Listen for your name to be called.  A volunteer will interview you to determine your income eligibility, case type, and some other information.  All your information is kept confidential.
· Wait and listen for your name to be called again.  If you are eligible, an attorney will interview you for free.
· Watch for a letter within 10 –14 days from Legal Aid.  It will explain whether your case is eligible for placement with a free attorney. Before your case is accepted, you must provide proof of your income to Legal Aid. 
· If an attorney is assigned to your case, Legal Aid will send you a letter with the name of the attorney who will help you.  If your case is accepted through this clinic, you will not be charged attorney’s fees. You may have to pay filing fees and/or other court costs.
If you move or change your phone number after coming to the Clinic, call Legal Aid. 

If you are served with papers or get a notice of a hearing after the Clinic, call Legal Aid immediately.  Keep your application updated, because if you don’t, your legal interests may be adversely affected.

We are not allowed to help with every kind of case.  WE CANNOT GUARANTEE THAT AN ATTORNEY WILL BE AVAILABLE FOR EVERY ELIGIBLE APPLICANT.
