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Legal Aid of Northwest Texas serves: Collin, Grayson, Fannin, Hunt, Rockwall

Overview: Legal Aid of Northwest TEXAS (LANWT) offers free civil legal help to low-income Texas who wouldn’t otherwise be able secure legal representation. Legal Aid serves low-income residents in 114 counties in North and West Texas, with offices located in Abilene, Amarillo, Brownwood, Dallas, Denton, Fort Worth, Lubbock, McKinney, Midland, Odessa, Plainview, San Angelo, Waxahachie, Weatherford, and Wichita Falls. 

Mission: It is the mission of Legal Aid of Northwest Texas to ensure equal justice for low-income people through the provision of high-quality legal representation and to improve the lives of low-income Texas through the rule of law. 
History: Legal of Northwest Texas has a long history of serving the community. Our first office, in Fort Worth, was founded in 1951 by the Tarrant County Bar Association. The Dallas office was established in 1966. LANWT has operated under several different names as we’ve grown over the years and adopted the Legal Aid of Northwest Texas name in 2003 through the merger of Legal Services of North Texas and West Texas Legal Services. 
Serves: Legal Aid of Northwest Texas provides access to legal representation to those clients who wouldn’t otherwise be able to afford the services of a private attorney. LANWT primarily represents clients with income up to 125% of the U.S. poverty guidelines, although in certain cases, Legal Aid can help those with incomes of up to 200% of the poverty guidelines. Clients come from all sectors of the community and all walks of life. They are veterans, victims of violence, and homelessness. They are hard-working minimum wage earners, retirees on fixed incomes, grandparents, and single parents. 
Practice Areas: Legal Aid represents clients in any type of civil matter. (Does not represent criminal cases) Practice focuses on: Support for Families, Preserving the Home, Maintaining Economic Stability, Safety, Stability, and Health, Individuals with Special Needs, Problems Affecting Groups of Individuals.  
Examples include Disaster relief, homelessness, evictions, visitation, child support, relative caregivers, divorce, protective orders, domestic violence, custody modification, child custody, adoption, LGBTQ + Rights, Emancipations. 
Funding: Legal Aid of Northwest Texas is funded by several organizations and through foundation grants, most through the Legal Services Corporation and the Texas Access to Justice Foundation.
